Envy

Try as we might it can often be dif-
ficult to celebrate the success of  
others.  As much as we want to, it 
is very hard for us to enjoy it when 
others prosper. 

And you don’t have to go very far 
in your own life to find an example: 
the promotion of a colleague to a 
position that you wanted, the new 
car your neighbor is washing in the 
driveway, your best friend’s new 
boyfriend or girlfriend.

Envy is never far from us and yet 
the Bible teaches us a very different 
way.  It teaches us a way of love, a 
love that is not envious, that rejoices 
with others, that takes great joy in 
the success of others.
