INTRODUCTION Why Jesus—Part 4
Often we don’t realize what we have because of Christ. Through faith in him, we not only receive eternal life,
but we have what we need for the here and now. Discover why Jesus is enough.

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

1. Have you ever heard people say that Christians are hypocrites? What do you think they mean when
they say this?

2. What are some of the other negative things people say about Christians? Do you feel those who are
not Christians are justified in their criticisms of Christians? Why or why not?

3. Do you think Christians should live differently than those who are not Christians? Explain your answer.
What are some specific areas in which Christians should live differently?

4. Read Colossians 3:1-4. What do you think Paul means when he says we should “set our minds on what
is above, not what is on the earth?”

5. Read Colossians 3:5-9. What do we think Paul means when he says we are to put to death the things
that are listed in these verses? Why is it important that we die to these things? What are some
resources we have to help us die to these things?

6. Read Colossians 3:9-15. Would you agree that most of the qualities listed in these verses relate
to relationships? Why do you think our faith is so often revealed through our love for other people?

7. What resources do we have to help us love better?

8. How might you apply tonight’s lesson to your life?

APPLICATION

Is it reasonable to expect Christians to live differently than those who don’t have a relationship with
Jesus? Your life should reflect your faith, so how can you live differently? Just as eternal life requires a
death and resurrection, so does a Christian life. It does matter how you live.

Simply put, there are certain things you are to live for and there are certain things to which you are to
die. When you die to certain things, it means you die to sinful practices. Those things no longer have
control over you. When you live for certain things, it is mainly referring to your relationships. The area in
which living for Christ is reflected the most, is in your relationships. Towards others, you should show
mercy, be kind, gentle, and patient; forgive people, love others, and be at peace. This is called spiritual
maturity, and Jesus said “By this will all people know we are Christ’s disciples by our love for one anoth-
er.” It should be obvious to others by the way you live that you are Christian—live to love. And when you
put your faith in Christ, the Holy Spirit is within us, and gives you the power to live differently as a
Christian.
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
